


As an integral part of the collaborative therapy program clients are provided with a
course manual and health journal to document their progress. These program
materials, purchased through an external provider, are only available in English.

Because of the linguistic diversity of our clients, we are asking for your help to
raise $30,000 to translate program materials for those clients where English is
not their first language.

This program is not government funded and our financial resources are limited. The
cost of translating program materials is approximately $3,000 for each language. We
aim to provide materials in at least 10 different languages such as: Arabic, Cantonese,
Croatian, Hindi, Italian, Greek, Maltese, Mandarin, Somali and Vietnamese.
